Background

The ACE Nuclear Free Collective has worked for over forty years researching, educating and actively campaigning on nuclear issues. They aim to protect people and the environment from damage by the nuclear industry and promote safe, clean and sustainable energy solutions.

ACE Nuclear Free Collective hosts events and workshops to promote a world free from the threat of nuclear weapons, to amplify the voices of Indigenous communities directly impacted by the nuclear industry and to educate people about nuclear and peace issues. Every second year, they coordinate the Radioactive Exposure tour of nuclear sites, taking a large group of supporters out on country to see the reality of uranium mining, the legacy of nuclear weapons testing and the threat of proposed nuclear waste dumps. They also sponsor The Radioactive Show on 3CR community radio to share stories and cover news on the nuclear free movement from Australia and around the world.

The collection comprises of approx. 100+ boxes of pamphlets, newsletters and correspondence, as well as a large amount of audio-visual & manuscript material. Basic box, folder and item level description is currently being undertaken.

The long-term plan is that this material will be moved to the State Library of Victoria once cataloguing is complete. An exhibition about the collection will be held to celebrate the completion of the archiving project.

Identify different types of items:

Original manuscripts
This is the priority material
Give basic description of folders or groups of manuscripts. If possible include the type, date, and campaign/ group.

Books
Record basic bibliographic information, note if Australian or Overseas publication and check if copies exist on Trove, make note of number and location.

Periodicals
Record title, date, group (or individual author / editor), and publication location. Record in ACE Archive Periodical holdings google doc.

Posters
Give brief description of imagery and writing, make note of date or group / creator if known.
Move to folders containing poster collection.

Ephemera
Describe to best ability, think about keywords in your descriptions

If unsure, put aside for Sam to consider.
